In Eureka the truncation symbol is a question mark: ? Use this if you are not sure of the spelling of a word or want to pick up variants. Here, it will retrieve any citations with the words "alchemy," "alchemist," or "alchemists," and "mystic," "mystics," "mystical," or "mysticism."

To look just for information on the economic aspects of the Industrial Revolution, add another term to your last search by clicking the Refine link (above and left of the Check all link). On the Refine Search screen shown below, stay with the Keyword index selection. Type economic? in the search box and click the Search button below the index menus.
